In Lima we will receive a briefing
on Peruvian Jewry at one of the city’s three synagogues, visit the Museum of the Inquisition and
the Gold and Arms Museum, with its priceless collection of pre-Columbian artifacts.

Optional 3-day extension to Lake Titicaca to visit the unique floating islands of the Uros. For
centuries the livelihood of this ancient Indian “Water Tribe” has been based on the benefits of the totora
reed, used to build homes, boats and the floating islands they live on, periodically adding new layers of
reeds. NOTE: Rabbi Wine is unable to accompany the group on the extension, which will be escorted
by our professional tour manager and local guide.)
